VENUE 

Durban Rowing Club, Yacht Mole, off Victoria Embankment 

DATE

Saturday 12th July (or on Sunday 13th July if the weather prevents us rowing on the Saturday)

TIME

The first boats will leave around 06h00/06h30 - light dependant

PARTICIPANTS

Entry is open to all coxed crews. Coxless crews/single scullers must request permission from the Durban Rowing Club Committee.

COST

R 30.00 per seat excluding coxes

ABOUT THE RACE

This tough, scenic and demanding Heads Regatta is run over a course of roughly 12 kms extending from the Durban Rowing Club, nestled on the point of the Yacht Mole, down via the famous Sugar Terminals and along Maydon Wharf, bypassing the Dry and Floating Docks and Shipyards, and along the protected 1 km stretch of the Mhlatuzana River Silt Canal, past the Sharks' Board, Skiboat, Sailing and Canoe Clubs, past the Sea Scouts and the half-way mark is reached at Bluff Yacht Club and the KNZ Rowing Association Boathouse, just short of where the Amamzimyama River enters Durban Bay. Then proceed (on the other side of the channel please) back along the same route mentioned above, to the finishing line on Silburn Channel between the yacht moorings of the Royal Natal and Point Yacht Clubs (where you started!!). The race is against the clock.

HANDICAPPING

Our esteemed and long standing president, Rolf Haesloop, through thorough consultation with FISCA and several other knowledgeable bodies has compiled a time-tested handicapping system for the Regatta. The aforementioned "Haesloop Handicap" will be applied to ensure as accurately as is humanly possible, that a Senior Men's A 8+ may have a fair and even race against a Master's F Sculler (for example Rolf Haesloop, Esq.).

BRIEFING

A compulsory briefing for all coxes who have not rowed in the Harbour, will take place on Friday 11th July at 3.30 pm. New coxes to please meet at the Durban Rowing Club at 3.30 pm. You will be taken out on the course.

PAYMENT

Payment for all entries must be made before the start of the race. Once payment has been confirmed, you will be issued with a bow number which must be returned after your race.
